
Prairie Dog Pals - Mission Statement


Foster an ongoing and collaborative effort with the City and/or County, as well as, all federal agencies located within the Greater Albuquerque area to promote the humane care of urban prairie dogs on public parkland in Albuquerque.





Maintain regular and emergency communications between the City of Albuquerque, other official representatives from the Greater Albuquerque area and a designated prairie dog advocate within Prairie Dog Pals.





Monitor existing and/or ancestral prairie dog colonies or sites for joint assessment , disposition, and preservation.





Establish protocols for the  humane relocation of prairie dogs from unsuitable encroachments.





Develop and maintain educational materials to promote public awareness about the importance of prairie dogs within the ecosystem and encourage stewardship by the citizens of the Greater Albuquerque area.





Collaborate with the City of Albuquerque to provide stewardship of urban Prairie Dogs by development of published public policy detailing protocols for their protection and welfare.





Provide stewardship, in partnership with the City of Albuquerque of existing approved sites as open-air zoos sponsored by the City and/or County.





Network and collaborate with regional and national organizations committed to protecting endangered species of prairie dogs.
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
